Laevicardium (Fulvia) papyraceum (Schroter, 1788) has been recorded from
Southeast Turkey and Tunisia as Papyridea papyracea (Gmelin, 1791), and as Fulvia
(Fulvia) fragilis (Forsskal, 1775) from the coast of South-East Turkey.

Bulla ampulla (Barash A. & Zenziper Z. 1993, La Conchiglia 269(10-"2): 18-
23) is considered an Indopacific immigrant in the Mediterranean. Its distribution
includes the Red sea, the Gulfs of Aqaba & Suez, the Dahlak Archipelago, South
Africa Transkei, Natal, Madagascar, Mauritius, Seychelles Is., South India, the Persian
Gulf, Indonesia, Cocos Keeling Is., Jolo Archip., Japan, the Philipinnes, New Guinea,
Solomon Is., and N. Australia. The species has been also found in the Gulf of Suez and
Alexandria, Egypt. The list of Mediterranean Opisthobranch Molluscs (Cattaneo-Vietti
& Thompson T.E. 1989, Bol. Mal. 25(5-8): 183-204) does not include this species. Dr.
A. Zenetos and. Dr. J. Vidal were kind cnough to confirm the identification of Fulvia
fragilis.
